1.  Print and cut around the outside of the fortune teller
2.  Fold in half and half again
3.  Unfold and flip over, so the blank side faces up
4.  Fold each corner into the center
5.  Flip over and repeat
6.  Fold in half
7.  Slide a thumb and finger underneath the two icons so they round outwards
8.  Flip over and repeat
9.  You should have 4 icons facing outwards with the center folds touching
